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Wine Summary: 
Gracie the Greyhound chose us as her furever home back in 
2015 after spending her first 3 years of life in the Florida 
dog track circuit.  Hot summers were definitely not her 
thing, so she came north to find a restful respite in cooler 
climes.  Gracie quickly made herself at home around the 
winery as the furbaby of the family, and now rules the roost 
as only “Princess” Gracie can with a gentle paw, dramatic 
side eye, or the occasional stamp and stiff tail wag to guide 
her humans where she pleases.  OK, when treats are 
involved, the stamp-and-wag feature prominently in her 
vocabulary!
